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Abstract

Sustainability in food networks has become a dominant issue in the development of the food sector in light of the challenging scenarios one might expect in the future. Products, enterprises, chains, consumers, and regions are all affected by this discussion. However, the identification of sustainability indicators and their communication between all actors of the food value chain is a prerequisite for the implementation of successful sustainability strategies. This requires chain encompassing communication systems that support all actors in procurement and production decisions and provide consumers with appropriate sustainability signals that support ‘informed buying decisions’. The paper outlines challenges and opportunities for suitable system developments.
